Name & Aliases
· Cause of disease (what organism (name), bacteria/virus etc & common names)

· Symptoms:  How someone knows they are sick

Hideout/Hangouts

· Transmission:  How the disease is “caught” by victims

Crimes

· Prognosis:  What is likely to happen over a period of time

· What has been in the past and is now the impact of the disease?  Stats on mortality (death rate), morbidity (% people who get sick), geographical spread (where it is) etc
How to bring them in

· Treatments, cures, prevention

· Current research on the disease

· Graphics pictures of the organism/victims etc.
